Lose'the'bulky'piles. Sweaters & T-shirts can be one of the biggest
eye sores in the closet. Most people have a lot of T-shirts and folks
living in the colder states tend to have more sweaters. They have
become the 4give-up® item usually piled on that top shelf or tucked
away in a dresser drawer. Sweats, jeans, sweaters, should be housed
on deeper shelving, and T-shirts, shorts, and tanks on shallower
shelvingbthis will reduce the temptation to over cram. Refrain from
stacking more than 4 garments on a single shelf to avoid 2toppling.°
Space shelves 12°from one another vertically. Storing your sweaters
and T-shirts properly in your closet will make a big impact on the total
organization of your closet.

Do Downsize: Too many (unneeded) clothes
limit your closet space. A crowded closet
makes clothing hard to end and selections
hard to make.

Don't Clutter: Your (bedroom) closet was
made for your clothes. Remove knickknacks
and all non-wearable items. Keeping your
closet exclusive to clothing only will keep
your closet organized.

Do Look Up: The top shelf can be hard to
reach but is great for seasonal items like
hats & outerwear. Put these pieces in
baskets or boxes and create a simple, clean
lined storage.

Don’t Look Down: The !oor is used to walk
on, it is NOT another shelf. Find a place
within your closet for items like shoes, boxed
clothing, or anything else that might collect
on the loor. Keeping the !oor clear will give
you a !oor that's easy to vaccuum.

Do Think of yourself: Before reorganiz-

ing your closet think about your speciec

needs for storage. Write down an inventory
sheet of your wardrobe, maybe you have a
hundred T's and only three dresses, you'll
be needing more shelving space rather than
long hanging.
